healthy relationship with our Lord.

Many of us will begin Lent by receiving ashes.

Ash Wednesday is
intended to help put us in a penitential mind-set—a
deeper conversion of our lives--as we enter the holy
six-and-a-half weeks of preparation for celebrating
the Central Element of our Faith, our Lord’s
Resurrection.

As Catholics, we are so privileged to have Mass as our
greatest act of worship. And there is no better way to
fulfill the key Lenten element of prayer than by daily
Mass. | encourage every parishioner whose schedule
permits, to join your fellow parishioners during Lent
at our 9:00 weekday morning Mass. On Fridays
during Lent, Stations of the Cross will be conducted at
5:00 p.m., followed by Mass at 5:30. (Our Lenten
chowder suppers, with a free-will offering to benefit
the St. Vincent de Paul Society, will be served at 6:00,
providing an opportunity for Lenten almsgiving.)

The Light Is On For You! Throughout the Archdiocese
confessions will be heard every Wednesday evening
during Lent from 6:30 until 8:00. At Holy Family, the
Sacrament will be available in the reconciliation room
(behind the confessionals) in our lower Church.

Coming for ashes at the beginning of Lent is a
statement that we recognize our need for deeper
conversion. Lent is about turning our lives completely
over to Christ and His way of life, rooting sin out of
our lives, forever. | pray that you’ll go to confession
at least once during Lent and make this year’s Lent a
real new beginning.
